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TOURNAMENT DETAILS:

1.  FORMAT:  36 holes, stroke play, 50-70 golfers.

2.  PLAYING CONDITIONS:  Subject to normal climactic conditions:  First Round: white tees.  The Championship Flight will play from the blue tees during the second round, while the First Flight will compete from the shorter (white) tees.

3.  PIN POSITIONS:  The pin positions will be determined daily by the Hideaway Hills Golf Club PGA Professional staff.

4.  RULES COMMITTEE: The 2011 NORTHEAST PENNSYLVANIA STROKE PLAY CHAMPIONSHIP will be played under official 2011 USGA rules, and all applicable local rules as interpreted by the Hideaway Hills Golf Club PGA Professional staff.  The Hideaway Hills Golf Club PGA Professional staff will be the rules committee of the tournament, and will make any necessary rulings throughout the tournament. All rules decisions are final.

5.  FEES:     $135 entrance fee; includes greens fees, carts, 2nd. round lunch, prizes, and refreshments.

6.  PRIZES:  $3,000 based on a field of 60 players.

7.  2011 NORTHEAST PENNSYLVANIA STROKE PLAY CHAMPIONSHIP HONORS:  The winner of the 2011 Northeast Pennsylvania Stroke Play Championship will be declared the medal play amateur golf champion of the Northeastern PA region for 2011.  The winner will also earn a 10-year exemption to the Lehigh Valley Tournament of Champions.

8.  STARTING TIMES:  Available from the GALV at 610-437-4982, or contact the Hideaway Hills Golf Club at 610-681-6000 beginning Wednesday, April 13, 2011.  For the second round, the times will be available from GALV officials, and Hideaway Hills Golf Club.

9.  PAIRINGS:  First round - blind draw.  Second round - by the reverse order (highest to lowest) of the first round scores.  Ties in the first round scores will be broken (for the purpose of establishing the second round times) in the order the tied players registered their first round scores.

10. ELIGIBILITY: The 2011 Northeast Pennsylvania Stroke Play Championship is open to all amateur golfers, who possess a current USGA handicap index of 10 strokes or less.  Entries are subject to approval or rejection anytime by the tournament committee (before or during the tournament) in it's discretion.  By application, an entrant will agree not to protest any rejection of their entry.  The reason for rejection may include unbecoming conduct contrary to golf etiquette principles as outlined in the 2011 RULES OF GOLF.

11. TOURNAMENT COMMITTEE: The 2011 Northeast Pennsylvania Stroke Play Championship will be managed by a tournament committee headed up by the Hideaway Hills Head Golf Professional, and GALV officials.

NOTE:
The GALV reserves the right to verify handicaps, addresses, and amateur status of applicants as defined by the United States Golf Association (USGA).  All applications for entrance to GALV tournaments are subject to acceptance by the tournament committee.  The tournament committee reserves the right to limit entries, adjust tournament dates, times, competitive formats, and expenditures, and other tournament procedures to adjust to conditions prevailing at the time of the tournament.  Purse amounts are predicated on the estimated number of players in the field that are listed in this tournament application.  If less players play than estimated for this tournament, purse amounts will be reduced by a similar, or accelerated percentage.  All applicants agree to abide by the rules of golf as defined by the USGA, local tournament rules set forth by the GALV, and tournament rulings of the GALV.
