PURPOSE:

To conduct the region’s premiere open golf championship affiliated with the Philadelphia Section PGA.  The tournament -- which will promote the greater Lehigh Valley region as one of the top business, sports, and entertainment markets in the mid-Atlantic region of the country -- will seek to attract top club golf professionals and amateurs from the greater Lehigh Valley, eastern Pennsylvania, southern New Jersey, and Delaware areas. Amateur spots in the field will be available on an exempted basis, and an open and fair qualifying process.

TOURNAMENT ENTRANCE PROCEDURES

Professional entry procedure: consistent with Philadelphia Section PGA rules. The top 20-to-40 players on the current Philadelphia Section PGA list are automatically exempt, all other entries in the order the entries are received. The host golf professional and one assistant pro are also exempt.

Amateur entry procedure: All interested amateur participants will participate in a qualifier on Sunday, June 12, 2011 (to be conducted by the Golf Association of the Lehigh Valley Foundation) to round out the 20-player amateur field, unless they meet the amateur exemption qualifying criteria. The amateur qualifier will be open to any amateur golfer who has a current USGA handicap index of 10.0 or less.
