	TIES:	A tie for the championship in any division after 18 holes of regulation play 				will be settled by a sudden death playoff between the parties involved immediately 			after all of the scores have been posted.





		TEE MARKERS:	White tees.

		AWARDS:	Trophies to the top-3 places.


	


		PAIRINGS:	Blind draw.





ETIQUETTE: Tournament participants are expected to wear proper golf attire, and abide by course and clubhouse regulations.  Players are expected to demonstrate courtesy and appreciation to the host course and their personnel.  Players who exhibit unbecoming behavior, or ask for any preferential treatment in regards to pairings or rules, may be subject to disqualification.





SPECIAL NOTES:


All players must report to the first tee ten (10) minutes prior to their starting time.  No course official, or GALV official will track down a late arrival to the tee.  Players who arrive late (after the first tee shot in the group has been hit) will be assessed a two-shot penalty.  Players who arrive after their assigned group has finished their first hole of play will be disqualified.


Northampton Country Club is a non-metal spike golf shoe facility.  Acceptable shoes are golf shoes with soft spikes, or rubber soled golf shoes (spikeless golf shoes).
